Broadcast interview on alcohol industry

Instructions for listener
You are a regular listener to a daily lunchtime series on current health issues and topics, mostly of a current affairs nature, rather than of a personal health nature. When you listen to today’s programme, you have three tasks:

Task one: When the interviewer and the expert say they are ready, you bring the expert to the interviewer and introduce the expert. 

Task two: During the interview, try to note the extent to which the expert covers the following points: 

1. If possible, use any of the soundbites that have been developed during the course

2. Make sure your mobile phone is off.

3. During the interview, assume that the microphone is on from the moment of arrival.  

4. Give clear answers, phrasing them to suit the audience.  

5. Use vivid language, examples, and statistics.  

6. Answer questions honestly.  If you don’t know, say so.  

7. Keep the time frame of the interview in mind in order to ensure that all topics you want covered are covered.  

8. Select two or three basic points or themes to stress and keep going back to them. 

9. Tell the story you want to tell, not someone else’s.

Task three: Make a note of when the interview starts, and when 9 minutes is up, indicate to the interviewer by putting 9 fingers up, that there is only 1 minute left to go, and when 10 minutes is up, indicate to the interviewer that they must stop the interview.
