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BRIDGING THE FRAME CLASH
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How do we move from the current frame to the desired?

The journey from here to there is most often bridged by exploring/ foregrounding context.

A prominent football player dies of liver cirrhosis at age 59 years.  The six o’clock news will tell a vivid story of his football successes, his extraordinary goals, his flamboyant lifestyle, his many girl friends, his enjoyment of the pub and drinking, and the people and family he has left behind.  It will be a personal story, focused on the individual and his choices.

Unless our media advisory counters this frame!

We must create a context for the story that recasts this as a preventable loss to the community that was the result of a failed policy.
We must employ metaphors, messengers, visuals, symbols, stories that will frame the issue to appeal to the opposition as well as to those who support us.
