To understand working with the media and write a press release, and consider website development

Objectives

By the end of the session, trainees will be able to:

· Understand what is meant by media advocacy

· Write a press release

· Be aware of some elements of effective web design

	METHODS

1) Introduction to session

Using OH 144, introduce the session. 

2) Input: working with the media 
Based on OHs 145-151 and Handouts 10.1, discuss working with the media.   Remind participants that there is a background paper, BP10.1, Tobacco media handbook (if you have made this available).   
3) Group work: Writing a press release
In groups of 3, write a press release on two sheets of flipchart paper based on the summary of the Alcohol in Europe report, Handout 10.2. 

When finished, place the press releases on the floor or on the wall for other groups to read. Comment on the press releases identifying the strengths and areas for strengthening of each in turn. 

4) Input: website development
If there is time, based on Handout 10.3, introduce and discuss some of the principles of website development, inviting the participants to critique an existing website, for example that of the European Alcohol Policy alliance, Eurocare:  http://www.eurocare.org/. Inform the participants that there is a background paper, BP 10.2 on E-advocacy. 
5) Group work: soundbite 5
In groups of 3 people, invite participants to prepare soundbites based on Quiz 5 (alcohol in Europe) and when ready invite them to write the soundbites on flipchart paper that is already placed on flipchart stands. When complete, place the flipchart paper on the wall.

1) Introduction to session

Only a brief introduction is needed.

2) Input: working with the media 
Spend adequate time on the presentation. The background paper, BP10.1, Smoke Signals, the tobacco control media handbook, is very good and capturing the strategies and symbols of advocacy debates for tobacco. 
3) Group work: Writing a press release
Sufficient time is need for this exercise. It is important walk round the groups and facilitate the process. When commenting on the press releases (which can be done at the end of the exercise or at the beginning of the next session), it is important to mention a strength of each example. 

When finished, place the press releases on the floor or on the wall for other groups to read. Comment on the press releases identifying the strengths and areas for strengthening of each in turn. Make sure that the points in Handout 10.1 are covered. 

4) Input: website development
Sometimes, there may not be time for this exercise. If this is the case, then refer the participants to the handouts. It is good to critique a real live website, and one that is relevant to the course participants. The background paper, BP 10.2 on E-advocacy produced by the Institute for Sustainable Communities is a good introduction to the issues of E-advocacy.

5) Group work: soundbite 5
An example of a soundbite: “Alcohol causes 50,000 deaths a year in Europe, all of which are preventable”.  
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
