	METHODS

1) Introduction to session

Using OH 211, introduce the session.

2) Quiz 8: alcohol policy in countries
Based on OHs 212-226, complete quiz 8. 
3) Input: Overview
Based on OHs 227-230 and Handouts 13.1, 2.1, and 5.2, give an overview of planning a campaign.  

4) Pairs work: how do we begin
In the original pairs of the issue or problem, invite participants to make a plan of how they are going to begin, thinking of question 8 of handout 5.2.    

There is no feedback of this work, but invite any questions or discussions of problems encountered. 
5) Group work: soundbite 8
In groups of 3 people, invite participants to prepare soundbites based on Quiz 8 (alcohol policy in European countries) and when ready invite them to write the soundbites on flipchart paper that is already placed on flipchart stands. When complete, place the flipchart paper on the wall.

1) Introduction to session

Only a brief introduction is needed.

2) Quiz 8: alcohol policy in countries
This is based on chapter 9 of the report, alcohol in Europe, and could be skipped. The purpose is to transfer the message that alcohol policies are both different and similar across Europe.

3) Input: Overview
This input partly summarizes some of the course material as well as inviting participants to consider the next steps when they return home.   

4) Pairs work: how do we begin
The purpose of the exercise is for the participants to come up with some concrete examples of what they might do on returning home. There is no plenary feedback, but it is important to visit each pair and briefly discuss with them their plan.     

5) Group work: soundbite 8
This soundbite could be skipped. An example of a soundbite: “Over the last 50 years, alcohol policies have come closer together across Europe”.  
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
